Be Still. Be Silent. 
 

Psalm 46:10 He says, "Be still, and know that I am God; I will be exalted among 
the nations, I will be exalted in the earth." 
 

Exodus 14:14 The LORD will fight for you; you need only to be still. 
 

Psalm 37:7 Be still before the Lord and wait patiently for him; fret not yourself 
over the one who prospers in his way, over the man who carries out evil devices! 

 

Psalm 62:5 For God alone, O my soul, wait in silence, for my hope is from him. 
 

As 2018 comes to an end and 2019 begins, many see it as a chance for a fresh start, a new                      
beginning, or an opportunity to be a better person. Resolutions are made (often unrealistic and in 
haste) and people jump into action. Most people fall short of their goals two weeks after they 
begin the year and become discouraged. I believe the Scriptures guide us in a different way.  
 

As you see in the passages above, God calls us to be still and silent for a number of reasons. He 
calls us to be still in times of worship, battle, oppression, and in faith. When I consider worship, my 
first thought is singing praises…an action. However, God calls us to be still as He will be exalted. 
When I’m in a battle against cancer, depression, or a sin that continually takes hold of me, my first 
instinct is to fight! However, God says be still. He will fight for me.  
 

When I see the wicked prosper and succeed against me, I want to cry foul and seek justice.                   
However, God says, be still and be patient. Trust in Him. When I think of what I need in this life to 
survive and be happy, money, success, and material things come to mind. However, God has 
called us to wait on Him alone in silence as He is our only hope.  
 

As you begin 2019; be still, be silent, and trust in the Lord. Seek Him in the quietness of morning 
and the stillness of night. Stop throughout the day to witness creation praising Him. Goals are 
good and we must do our part, but let us first stop and be still in the presence of the Lord.
